Service Fund Operating Expense is increased by $53,500 to fund design 
engineering for scheduled 2017 paving projects.  This consists of $38,500 for 
Springfield East and another $15,000 to prepare for the annual local paving. 

Service Fund Capital Outlay is increased by $36,000 to fund purchase of a new 
medium mowing tractor.  

The Radiance expansion ED/GE project has been cancelled, so ED/GE Fund 
Operating Expense is reduced to remove appropriation for the Radiance project.  

General Fund Transfers Out is increased by $89,500 to fund the changes discussed 
above. 

The cumulative fiscal effect of these changes is an decrease in annual 
appropriations of $110,500.
